As an exciting new addition to the Mc-
Nally & Associates array of tools, the CDR allows for 
the downloading of data from a vehicle’s “black box.” 
Items such as engine RPM, braking application, and 
changes in velocity during an impact are accessible 
on many of today’s vehicles. Downloading and re-
viewing this data can 
lead to more complete 
reconstruction work. 

Field data collection 
was also improved 
with the implementa-
tion of a new re$ ec-
torless total station. 
Use of this technology 
allows for not only 
faster data collec-
tion, but the ability 
to obtain information 
that might otherwise 
have been di%  cult or 
dangerous to obtain 
(such as gouges in the 
middle of high-vol-
ume roadways).
